· OSFM’s main focus this year is making sure that all entities awarded, expend funds fully every year, and no carry over or have minimal carry over to the next year.  OSFM also wanted to remind agencies that this money is not to supplant funds for what is already budgeted for staffing. 

· Working on a Pre- Fire Season meeting with BLM, ODF, Sherman, Wheeler, and Morrow County Fire Agencies to discuss response, communications, needs and expectations, and whatever else comes up.
