Call Meeting to Order: Meeting called to order at 5:46 p.m. by President Eric Harrison
Public Comment: No public comment
Minutes:  
A motion was made by Roger Lyda to approve the December 17, 2025 regular meeting minutes as presented.  Doug Potter seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Financials:  
Roger Lyda made a motion to accept the financial reports for 2025-2026 fiscal year through January 8, 2026. Seconded by Doug Potter.  The motion carried unanimously. 
New Business:
1. Gary Bettencourt told the board about the emergency services fund he has proposed the county establish.  It would be in the Economic Enhancement Fund and would help with purchases of large equipment.  At some point it may be necessary to use it for operations. 
Shannon Coppock will be providing budget information to the county and attending the budget meeting on February 4, 2026.

2. There was a leak in the ceiling of the training room.  This has been where the roof has leaked from the time the building was constructed.  Jeff Schott inspected the area and determined the leak is coming from the conduit coming through the roof for the solar panels. He is going to talk to Donald Jamieson about fabricating a cover to put over the top of the conduit.
3. Shannon Coppock talked to the board about having the accounting firm of SingerLewak transmit the district’s W2s and 1099.  She has still been unable to get a transmittal code from the government to this point.  SingerLewak sent an engagement letter to be signed and said the cost for doing the transmittal and mailing W2s and the 1099 would be less than $800.00. The board agreed to this by consensus and the engagement letter was signed.
4. The chief has come up with needs for the building.  We need air drops and electric drops in the lower bay.  It was decided to call Hage Electric to see if they could install the electric drops and the air drops could be done in-house.

Unfinished Business:
1.  Gutters – When Jeff Schott looked at the roof, he also checked out the gutter over the front door.  He was going to check with Rutherford’s and see if they could add a downspout to the front gutter to alleviate the leaking problem.
2. Shannon Coppock told the board that she had transferred $20,000.00 from the sale of the Dodge into the equipment replacement fund and left the remaining $9,700.00 in the general fund.
3. OSFM Tender – Still waiting on OSFM to decide what will happen for repairs to the damaged rear bumper.  
Fire Chief’s Report:

1. There were two calls for lift assists and one MVC slide off.  
2. Jacob Hathaway has rejoined the department after moving back to Condon from Prineville.
3. All of the old gear has been disposed.  Greg asked the board what they wanted to do with the old pumps and tanks.  They are still usable, just excess.  The board, by consensus decided to keep the pumps and tanks for the time being.
Fire Services Coordinator Report: 
1. Gilliam County Fire Services received a grant from Gilliam County for a new vehicle. Working with the Sheriff to purchase the excess vehicle from them.  It is a 2024 Dodge with low miles.
Executive Secretary: 
1.  The fire district received a donation for $1,350.00 from Alete Clean Energy of Condon.
