Financials:  
Jeff Schott made a motion to accept the financial reports for 2023-2024 fiscal year through June 30, 2024 and for the 2024-2025 financial reports through September 26, 2024 for South Gilliam County RFPD. Seconded by Doug Potter.  The motion carried unanimously. 
Unfinished Business:
1. Need to sign the contract with City of Condon – Doug Potter made a motion agreeing to the contract with the City of Condon. Jeff Schott seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

3. Carpet cleaned – Ben Bailey
4. Yoga in building – hasn’t happened yet
New Business:  

1.  Audit – Will talk to Rachel Boyer about helping with this.
2. Elect Officers – Jeff Schott moved that Eric Harrison remain the President and Doug Potter remain the Vice President. Doug Potter seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Fire Chief’s Report: 
1. 21 calls since June meeting – Had a powerline pole clipped, had a lift assist, had 3 utls.
2. Assisted with the Spray area evacuations

3. Had backflow testing done.

4. Dodge – Headlights and taillights are having problems. Front differential seal is leaking. The board agreed by consensus to surplus the 2012 Dodge. 
5. The burn ban will remain on until October 15th.

Fire Services Coordinator Report:  
· OSFM Tender has been a great asset to the fleet and responded to multiple fires in and out of district this summer. 
· Multiple fires of significance:

· Lone Rock- 134,752 acres (South Gilliam)

· Ajax- 52 acres (South Gilliam)

· Mikkalo- 100 acres (South and North Gilliam)

· 142 Fire- 5608 acres (North Gilliam)

· Dry Creek- 10,000 acres (South Gilliam and Ione Dist.)

· Crews have spent many long days and nights on these fires and have done a great job of maintaining coverage and availability for other calls. 

· Multiple requests for mutual aid out of county

· New Volunteer Nate Little came on board the end of July and has been a great addition to the team, he has completed his wildland classes and is able to respond to wildland calls as a firefighter. 

· Looking into forming a local Incident Management Team for better control of these larger fires until more resources arrive. 

Training

· Due to the busy fire season, we have worked with crews on maintaining situational awareness and honing the skills needed for the summer wildland season. 
· This fall we will start focusing back on structural firefighting skills and motor vehicle accidents along with crews becoming more familiar with the rescue truck. 
· Training association is looking into bringing back the regional Firefighter I Academy for those needing it, this will be separate from the BMCC fire academy.
