Call Meeting to Order: The meeting was called to order at 6:30 by President Doug Potter.
Public Comment: No public comment
Minutes:  
A motion was made by Roger Lyda to approve the April 14, 2025 meeting minutes as presented.  Jeff Schott seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Financials:  
Jeff Schott made a motion to accept the financial reports through May 8, 2025 for South Gilliam County RFPD. Seconded by Roger Lyda.  The motion carried unanimously. 
Unfinished Business:
1. Grant Update – A capital projects grant was written to Gilliam County for wildland and structural turnouts.  The county can’t directly replace tax dollars that are being withheld for the tax appeals of Pacific Corp and Avangrid but they can help by providing funding for equipment needs.
New Business:  

1. Volunteer Firefighter Fund – Volunteer firefighters have money from fund raising endeavors over the years.  Those funds in the past have been used to buy t-shirts and equipment.  
2. Condon Community Cleanup – Cori Mikkalo is helping with the community cleanup.  She provided garbage bags and gloves for the kids and gloves for the city employees.  She went with the kids and helped during their cleanup day. These funds come from the OSFM grant.
3. Casey is programming the BK radios.
4. Update on Fire Services Funding – Gary recommended to the Gilliam County Court that they not fund Fire Services.  He feels like the money can be put to use in a better way. There is no word on how the County is responding to this.
Fire Chief’s Report: 
1.  We’ve had 5 calls since the last meeting
a. 1 Vehicle rollover
b. 2 possible MVCs
c. Mutual aid for structure fire to Arlington
d. Summit Springs has had another sprinkler system failure – The air compressor is having a problem
2. Hans Berggren is moving through his training and will be ready to respond.  

3. Jeff Schott moved to surplus the 2012 Dodge Ram brush truck.  Roger Lyda seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously. 

a. Brush 1 is ready to be sold. Recommended a reserve set at $25,000.00.  Will have it detailed. The board decided to do this by consensus.
4. The other new FEPP truck is almost in service. It needs some valves replaced.
5. Greg is going to have the new OSFM tender serviced.  He is going to have Watkins Automotive do the service.  We will pay the bill and then get reimbursed from OSFM.
