the grade school, two medical assists, two motor vehicle crashed that we were stood down en route fan
and one grass fire

Current Training

Most of the training we held in March were learning about vehicle extrication techniques and hazards.
This combined classroom training as well as multiple nights of hands on tool familiarization. The final
week we went to Arlington Tow Yard and performed hands on extrication practice.

The majority of the wildland firefighters have completed their annual wildland refresher in April along
with water source familiarization and area familiarization trainings.

We have cancelled training for the next two weeks due to a number of folds coming down with COVID.
| taught a fire extinguiéher class form some folks in the community that requested it.

As fire season allows, we will start working our way through our First aid CPR classes and annual drivers’
refresher.

I was able to complete my next level of wildland firefighter training through Clackamas Community

College. They have started making some of the wildland training online which is fantastic for our remote
area.



Our regional training association, the Oregon Trail Fire Training Association still has no plans for offering
classes. | would like to attend the training association meetings in The Dalles and see what they have to
offer.

We offered a free two weekend basic wildland class in Condon. We had 6 attendees one of which has

Heis a traveling technician with the wind turbines but wants to help all he can
while he is here.
