A motion was made by Jeff Schott to approve the December 13, 2023 regular meeting minutes as mailed. Jeff Kersey seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
Financials:  
Jeff Schott made a motion to accept the financial reports for 2023-2024 fiscal year through February 8, 2024 for South Gilliam County RFPD. Seconded by Doug Potter.  The motion carried unanimously. 
Unfinished Business:
1.  Contract with City of Condon. – Need a letter to the City asking for an increase in the contribution for the annual contract with the fire department. Consensus was to ask for $17,500.00. Shannon will write a letter and send it to Jeff Schott for approval.
2. Search and Rescue with the Sheriff’s Office.  Greg wants to table until a later time.

3. Dispatch issues are getting resolved.

4. Donated OSFM Engine - Casey and Dean Stephens went to Salem and picked up equipment to go on the truck.
New Business:  

1. Wy’East Truck – Greg and Casey drove the truck.  It will need a generator to power the lights on the truck. It has all maintenance records and wiring schematics for the truck.  It has had DOT inspections every year.  New transmission in 2016.  Jeff Schott made a motion to purchase the truck from Wy’East for $40,000.00.  Doug Potter seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. Brush 34 and Brush 35 are going to be sent back to FEPP.

3. Engagement letter with Local Government Law Group – Jeff Schott moved that we sign the engagement letter with the Local Government Law Group. Doug Potter seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 
4. The financial review was passed out to the board.

Fire Chief’s Report: 
1. Greg got an old fire hydrant for practice in the bay.

2. Had a call for an explosion, that was an explosive. It was a canon for use on a boat

3. Had no calls in January.

4. Will need to purchase some tarps for training and to put in service.

5. Greg will be unavailable for a time and Dean Stephens and Dave Aamodt will be taking care of everything during that time.
Fire Services Coordinator Report:  
· OSFM Tender delivery time frame- Now to June, we are in the top 5-8 to receive tender once they arrive in Salem. Dean and I picked up the inventory from Salem on January 25th. 
· Tri County Mutual Aid Agreement (Gilliam, Morrow and Umatilla) recommendations are under review, agreement should be ready for chiefs to sign in the next month or so. 

· BLM Cooperative agreement with Gilliam, Sherman, Wasco and Wheeler Counties is in progress

· Working on adding payment process for private resources that would be used past initial attack on BLM fires.

· One thing with agreement it states that all cooperative agencies will have a field programmable radio for interoperability, especially on BLM Fires, Currently South has no radios to meet this standard. Working on finding funding for county wide communications, not much out there.

· 6 SCBA out of service due to a malfunction of some sort. MES will have a tech here on Monday February 12th. This currently leaves 4 pack in service given they don’t malfunction. 

· Going back to the basics on training to help with retaining skills. Crews have been improving over the last month. 

· Once new apparatus arrives need to look at returning old rescue and green brush back to ODF FEPP program. 

· Wy’East Rescue – Greg and I traveled to inspect and operate on February 1st, very nice apparatus will fit the needs of South Gilliam Fire very well and for many years to come, Great condition and very low miles on odometer and pump. Very well maintained.
