Call Meeting to Order: Meeting called to order at 6:08.
Public Comment: No public comment
Minutes:  
A motion was made by Doug Potter to approve the October 15, 2025 regular meeting minutes as presented.  Jeff Kersey seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Financials:  
Doug Potter made a motion to accept the financial reports for 2025-2026 fiscal year through November 20, 2025. Seconded by Jeff Kersey.  The motion carried unanimously. 
Unfinished Business:
1. 2012 Dodge – The Dodge is listed on the Public Surplus auction.  Casey recommended they lift the reserve bid. If it doesn’t make the minimum bid we will extend the auction by a week at a time. Agreed by board consensus.
2. OSFM Grant -The district expended approximately $12,000.00 from the grant.  Shannon told the board that the information she had received was that the district would be allowed to request funding up to the amount that has been spent in previous years.
3. Best Practices Survey – Doug Potter made a motion to approve the Public Official Ethics Policy.  Jeff Kersey seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously. The Best Practices Survey has been completed.  It will allow the district to receive approximately 6% discount on their insurance.
4. Gutter – Tabled until next meeting
New Business:  

1. EMR Class – The ambulance service is conducting an EMR class.  A grant was written by the ambulance service to the county.  They have been awarded the grant which will allow them to pay rent on the training room for the classes held here.
2. Net Metering – Discussed the change in the net metering amount.  We will do some more investigation. We will discuss again when Jeff Schott is at the meeting.
3. Meeting Dates – Tabled until a later meeting.
4. The board agreed to pay Hans Bergrenn $250.00 for detailing the brush truck that we put up for sale. 
5. Jeff Kersey took the oath of office.
Fire Chief’s Report:

1. Since last meeting, there was a lift assist, a fire alarm at the high school, and called for two illegal burns that they were stood down on.
2. Training has been working with the crew running structure calls.

3. The crew has been working to clean the bay up and getting rigs ready for next year.
