A motion was made by Roger Lyda to approve the May meeting minutes and the budget committee meeting minutes as presented.  Eric Harrison seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
Financials:  
Eric Harrison made a motion to accept the financial reports for the 2022-2023 fiscal year through June 8, 2023 for South Gilliam County RFPD. Seconded by Roger Lyda.  The motion carried unanimously.
Unfinished Business:
1. Volunteer Pay –See attached pay scale proposed by Chief Greg Smith. 
Eric Harrison made a motion to approve the proposed pay scale for the firefighters, lieutenants and chief.  Doug Potter 2nd. The motion carried.
2. Legacy Power Systems – Roger Lyda made a motion that we approve the generator maintenance proposal.  Doug Potter.  Motion carried.
3. Hose Rack - tabled
New Business:
1. Greg Smith reported that 3 people attended the SAR regular training

2. Greg reported on getting the correct test gas for the gas monitors

3. We ordered a new combination door handle for the door on the northwest corner of the fire bay.

4. Eric Harrison made a motion to approve the following items to close out the 2022-2023 budget year: Seconded by Roger Lyda.

a. The official depositories shall be the State of Oregon Local Government Investment Pool and the Bank of Eastern Oregon.

b. Co-signers required for bank withdrawals will be Eric Harrison, Jeff Kersey, Roger Lyda, Doug Potter, Jeff Schott and Shannon Coppock.  Co-signers for loans will be Eric Harrison, Jeff Kersey, Roger Lyda, Doug Potter and Jeff Schott.

c. The Official Publication will be The Times Journal

d. The auditor will be Barnett and Moro, Hermiston, OR

e. Meeting dates will be the 2nd Thursday of the month with no meetings in July and August unless required. 

f. Meeting time will be 6:00 p.m. 

g. Shannon Coppock, the executive secretary/budget officer is authorized to close the 2022-2023 fiscal year.

The motion carried unanimously.

5. Roger Lyda made a motion to approve the Resolution to:

a. Adopt the budget in the amount of $344,092.00
b. Make appropriations ($165,810.00- General Fund; $20,000.00 -Building Reserve Fund; $104,533.00 - Equipment Reserve Fund,) Total Appropriations = $290,343.00

c.  Impose taxes at the rate of $0.3332 per $1,000 of assessed value

d. Categorize general tax fund of $47,000.00 subject to the General Government Limitation. 

Second by Eric Harrison.  The motion carried.

6. Eric Harrison made a motion which was seconded by Doug Potter to appoint Shannon Coppock as the executive secretary and the budget officer. Motion carried.

Fire Chief’s Report:

1. Between the last meeting and now – 7 calls 
2. Equipment repairs and maintenance

a. Brush 1 – flat tire 

b. Brush 1 slid into T post and fence. Fender damaged

c. Pump – damaged with rocks in pump

d. Check engine light on 

3. Will put pavers around the hydrant to remove gravel so we don’t get rocks in the pump,

4. Looking on putting a screen on the inlet.

5. Flatbed on brush 3 was loose.  Bed has been resecured

6. Humvee – circuit board was bad. Pulled one from a different light bar.

7. M1078 – Generator/Alternator had two broken wires. New batteries in the truck. 

8. Brush 5 – hand pump primer has been replaced.

9. Boardman Truck - Pump packing leaking on.  Will need to replace packing

10. Pumper Tender – Pump packing leaking – need to replace packing

11. All trucks have been checked 

12. SAR Agreement – talked about it
